4.2 Intangible assets
Cost associated with ERP software program is recognized as an expense when incurred.
However, costs that are directly attributable to identifiable software and have probable
economic benefits exceeding the cost beyond one year, are recognized as an intangible asset.
Direct costs include the purchase cost of software and its implementation cost. Intangible assets
arc amortized from the date they are put to use.

Omega 3 and Docosahexaenaic acid (DHA) products and ERP is amortized over the useful life of
10 yeurs and 3 years respectively.

4.3 Impairment of non-financial assets other than inventories
The Company assesses at cach reporting date whether there 1s any Indication that assets other
than stores and spares may be [mpalred.

Where
carrying values exceed the estimated recoverable amount, assets are written down to the
recoverable amounts and the resulting Impalrment loss is recognized as expense in the
statement of profit or luss, unless the asset is carried at revalued amount.

The exposure to hanks is managed by dealing with variety of major banks and monitoring
exposure limits on continuous basis. The ratings of hanks ranges from A to AAA.

Concentration of credit risk

Concentration of credit risk arises when a number of counter parties are engaged in similar
business activities or have similar economic features that would cause their abilities to meet
contractual obligation to be similarly affected by the changes in economic, political or other
conditions, The Company believes that it is not exposed to major concentration of credit risk,
Liguidity risk s the risk that the Company will encounter difficulties in raising funds to meet
commitments associated with the financial Instruments, The management |s closely monitoring
the Company's liquidity and cash flow position through its treasury function and ensures
avallability of funds by maintaining credit facilities available from financial institutions.
